AAYHA TOURNAMENT RULES

RULES:  

USA HOCKEY/WAHA PLAYING RULES

RUNNING TIME:      In effect, whenever a team has a six or more goal lead. 

ICE RESURFACING: After every game.

PRE-GAME WARMUP:  Teams should be ready 30 minutes before games start.  If games are ahead of schedule we will start early. 

Warm-up start 5 minutes prior to scheduled game start.  Warm-ups will not be extended if a team gets on the ice late. 

BETWEEN PERIODS:  Rest time will be 2 minutes between periods. 

REFEREES:   
Will determine goals.  There will be no goal judges. 

PENALITIES:            Called according to USA hockey/WAHA rules. 

SPORTSMANSHIP:  Zero tolerance.  Coaches, managers, and parents must show good sportsmanship.  Noisemakers (bells, horn, etc) are not allowed. Violators will be asked to leave. 

OVERTIME:  No games during regular round robin play will go into overtime.  The consolation game and the championship will go into overtime.  The overtime will consist of 8-minute periods until one team scores.

ROUND ROBIN:  In a “round robin” type tournament in which teams will be matched, the team win/loss record will be the first criteria to break a pool tie.  If two teams are tied with the same win/loss record, least goals allowed will be used to break the tie.  Points will be awarded during each game and totaled following the games and will be used to determine pool position in case of a tie after win/loss and least goals allowed.  Finally, if a tie still remains, fewest penalty minutes will be the final tiebreaker.
